1.  The Event

The event shall be known as the “GCTMC Practice Day # 1” and is open to Gold Coast Tweed Motorsporting Club Members and invited clubs.

5.  Entries

Entries open 8.30 am 19.7.2010 and close 8.30am Sunday 8.8.2010.
Entry is $25.00. Junior entry is $10.00.
All entries must be lodged on the official entry form and be accompanied by the entry fee.  All cheques, etc are to be made payable to Gold Coast Tweed Motorsporting Club Inc.  Personal Accident Insurance is included in the entry fee in accordance with Appendix I of the current CAMS manual. and the organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with NCR83 of the current CAMS manual. Entries shall be capped at a maximum of 40 and shall be accepted in the order of receipt. Entries will be accepted by post to PO Box 8582 Gold Coast Mail Centre Bundall QLD 4217 or on the day. Entries my mail shall close last mail Friday 6.8.2010. Note that entry on the day closes at 8.30 am sharp.
6.  Licences

A crew shall consist of a driver (competitor).  All competitors must be a financial member of a CAMS affiliated car club and be in possession of the relevant and current CAMS 2NS licence or higher.
Level 1 licenses will be available for this event @ $25. Level 2 Single Event Junior Licenses will be available at this event @ $15.00.
Each Driver under the age of 18 years (Junior) MUST bring to ‘registration’ written permission from their parent or guardian (see entry form).
The organizers reserve the right to refuse entries subject to NCR 83.
7.  Abandonment

The event may be altered, postponed, abandoned or cancelled at the sole discretion of the organisers, subject to the provisions in NCR 59.  
8.  Venue

The event shall be conducted at Tanah Kita Nursery Yawalpah Rd Pimpama on Sunday 8.8.2010. The type of surface shall be gravel and hard packed earth. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is forbidden in accordance with NCR 145A.

Drinks and a BBQ lunch will be available on the day (gold coin prices).

9.  Timetable

Pre entry is available by post from 19.7.2010. All entry confirmation and sign-in will start at the venue from 7.30 am on Sunday 8.8.2010 but please note entries on the day close at 8.30am.

If you turn up late you will not get to run.

Scrutineering commences 8.00 am and closes at 9.00 am

10.  Scrutiny
A fire extinguisher MUST be fitted to the vehicle as per standard requirements of the CAMS Manual 2008.  The minimum requirement is 0.9kg capacity and must be tagged and easily accessible.

A CAMS approved helmet must be worn by all drivers while competing in this event.  The minimum required driver clothing is ankle to wrist non-synthetic/non-flammable clothing (including closed in non synthetic shoes). This apparel must be produced at scrutineering for checking.

Particular heed will be taken to battery security, roadworthy condition of suspension, roll bars, seat belts, safety harness and tyres as per NCRs.  Approved crash helmets and eye protection (not sunglasses) are required for all non-production or open vehicles.  All vehicles must be fitted with an effective exhaust silencer system at all times.  The maximum noise emission permissible is 95db(A)
Note: only road tyres are permitted on vehicles. Vehicles presented with rally treaded tyres, even if in a significantly worn state, may not be permitted to participate subject to the decision of the Clerk Of Course, whose decision shall be final.
An approved CTP notice, with the name of this event inscribed on it must be presented for all Queensland road registered vehicles that are competing.
A vehicle that is registered in the State of Queensland cannot have its registration plates removed (i.e. – classified as an unregistered vehicle) and compete without a valid CTP insurance notice.

11.  Timing

This will not be a competitive event however timed results may be provided to participants for comparative / training purposes.

For this purpose timing shall be via hand held stopwatch and shall start at the competitors own time, when the driving wheels begin to turn and cease when the foremost part of the vehicle crosses the finish line.  

12. Tests

The day will consist of a limited number of courses ( minimum of 2 courses) that shall be set up for the purposes of practice runs. The surface consists of gravel and hard packed earth.
A reconnaissance or sighting convoy will be conducted when the course is changed and before each course is used for the first time.

17.  Come and Try  / Training Activities
For the purposes of driver training, participants will be permitted to carry a passenger. For the purposes of driver training passengers in this instance must also be entrants on the day and hold a minimum of a CAMS Level 2NS license. All passengers must sign the appropriate disclaimer and this is to be handed to the start line official at the commencement of each run over the course.
For the purposes of a Come & Try experience participants will be permitted to carry a passenger. For the purposes of a Come & Try experience passengers must be prospective club members. Specifically no passengers under the age of 12 shall be permitted. All passengers must sign the appropriate disclaimer and this is to be handed to the start line official at the commencement of each run over the course. For the purposes of a Come & Try experience the driver must hold a CAMS level 2NS or higher license. 

No Level 1 or Single Event license holders will be permitted to take passengers other than CAMS 2NS (or higher) license holders for the purposes of instruction and coaching.

18:  General

Please make sure you have your Club membership cards, CTP insurance and CAMS licences with you.

A speed limit of 10kph is required in all areas except the competition areas.

All Club members are encouraged to enter or help with official activities.
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
